Fires must be attended at all times, and completely extinguished before leaving the area or going to sleep.
Fires are only allowed in the metal rings provided. Keep wood below the top of the ring. Portable gas burning
firepits are allowed.
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Only burn wood obtained from the campground woodlot. Take what you need, leave what you don't burn.
Do not collect wood from the surrounding forest. Use an axe to make your own kindling from the firewood
provided. Do not burn food or garbage.

In periods of elevated fire danger, a full fire ban might be implemented to all areas of the national park,

Parks Canada staff may secure wildlife attractants from your campsite if left unattended. Keep your campsite clean to
24 hours a day.
